Submission Conditions. Papers should be submitted in PDF format. The results described must be unpublished and must not be
under review elsewhere. Submissions must conform to Springer's LNCS format and should not exceed 15 pages, including all text,
figures, references and appendices. Submissions not conforming to the LNCS format, exceeding 15 pages, or being obviously out of
the scope of the conference, will be rejected without review. Information about the Springer LNCS format can be found at
http://www.springer.de/comp/Incs/authors.html. Three to five keywords characterizing the paper should be indicated at the end of
the abstract. The type of paper (technical/empirical evaluation/experience/exploratory paper) should be indicated in the submission.

Publication. Accepted papers will be presented at WISE’14 and published in the conference proceedings, which is published in the

Springer Lecture Notes in Computer Science (LNCS). Authors elected best papers from the conference will be invited to submit an
expanded version for publication in the WWW Journal, Springer.



Venue

Thessaloniki is the second largest city of Greece, with a population of 1.000.000 people. Apart from its landmark, the White Tower,
the city boasts important historical sites, museums and cultural activities.
